1. The camp will be open and running with a min. of paying participants. If there will not be enough 

participants registered, the Camp will not be opened, and the payments will be credited for future use 

or a refund, less the registration fee will be made. 

2. A registered camper is one who paid for the camp in full. Camp price: 4250 Euro 

3. Canceling the registration:  

a. Full refund, less the non-refundable registration fee of 300 Euro– until May 1st 2025 

b. Cancellation up to 45 days prior to the camp starts – 50% refund 

c. Cancellation less than 45 days prior to the camp starts – no refund will be made – full 

cancellation fees will apply 

4. The full payment can be paid in installments – up to 10 installments, without any interest. 

5. Each camper is obligated to purchase a travel and health insurance for the entire length of the trip, at 

their own expense, which is valid in the country and place where the camp will be held  

6. There won’t be any refund or partial refund for a camper who was sent away  from the camp 

7. The camp management reserve its right to send away  from the camp, any participant who violate the 

camp guidelines and code of conduct 

8. If a camper will be sent home due to the Camp management, the flight costs and all other costs 

related to it will be paid by the camper parents 

9. There will not be any refund for leaving the camp before its finish, for any reason, including health 

issues that will arise during the camp. 

10. Cancellation request must be sent to service@bigidea.co.il and they will be addressed by an email 

correspondence 

11. Every refund, if is covered and applicable per those terms, will be made through the same payment 

method which was used for the camp payment, and will be processed until 30 business days, after 

approving the refund claim 

12. Force majeure / or war at the destination country  -  a full refund will be given, less the registration 

fees of 300 Euro 

13. The Camp price does not include transportation from the camper home to the international airport 

and from the international airport to the camper home. The camper parents will be liable to cover 

those costs. 

14. The camper parents are obligated to advise the camp management on the camper any medical and / 

or mental condition, which might affect the camper participation or other campers as well. 

15. The camper parents are obligated to advise the camp management on any allergies or disabilities the 

camper have or might have. 

16. The Camp management has the right to not accept a camper due to medical and/or mental condition. 

17. The parents must sign a medical statement on behalf of their child, up to 60 days prior to the camp 

first day 

18. The parents and the camper must sign a code of conduct /  Camp rules - up to 60 days prior to the 

camp first day

20. The camper is obligated to purchase, on his expense, a health and travel insurance. The insurance 
must be valid in the destination country – Greece. 
 

21. The campers will give their passports to the camp management team after their entrance to Greece 
and after they have finished crossing the border control. 
 

22. The camp management is not responsible for damages, which will be made by the camper to personal 

effects and/ or any 3rd party equipment and/ or property. If such will occur, the camper parents will be 

obligated and liable for any financial damages or / and lost. 

 

23. The parents and Campers approve the camp management to use any video and /or images and /or 

testimonials for public relations and marketing purposes. 

 

24. The parents and campers approve the camp management to send emails to them, and/or call them, 

and/or contact them through the social media platforms.
